Message from Sadr Ansarullah, USA

Dear Ansar: 8 73 et § 1Kl ol

“Who is your role model?” This
question is asked at every level in our
lives. A role model is someone who
serves as an example for us, someone
we can look up to and aspire to follow.

The Holy Prophet Muhammad (peace
and blessings of Allah be on him) is the
perfect example for every Muslim to
follow. Allah says in the Holy Qur’an:
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“Verily you have in the Prophet of
Allah an excellent model, for him
who fears Allah and the Last Day
and who remembers Allah
much.” (Chapter 33, Verse: 22)

The Promised Messiah (peace be on
him) says: “The man who in his being
and his attributes and his actions and
through his spiritual and holy faculties
sets an example of perfection, in
knowledge and action and in sincerity
and steadfastness, and was called the
perfect man was Muhammad (peace
and blessings of Allah be on him). The
man who was most perfect as a man
and as a Prophet, who came with an

abundance of blessings, and who
through a spiritual revival and
resurrection manifested the first

judgment in the world and revived the
dead world, that blessed Prophet, the
Seal of the Prophets, the leader of the

righteous ones, the pride of the
Prophets, was Muhammad, the chosen
one (peace and blessings of All be on
him).

Instructions about Wedding Ceremonies

Hadrat Khalifatul-Masth V (may Allah be his support) has reminded Jama‘at members and office holders once
again about the proper observances at the time of marriage. These observances are listed below.

e Observance of Mehndi should be in the four walls of the house and only close family members and friends are
to be invited.

e Feastis only limited to the marriage day and Mehndi, not made a daily event beyond that.

e Any singing should not be audible outside the four walls of the house.

¢ Instrumental music, professional singing, or any dancing are not allowed under any circumstance, at either
marriage ceremonies or Mehndi.

e Superstitious customs such as feeding milk to the groom, hiding of shoe, etc., are not to be observed.
e Photography—non family members should be excluded by prior, and again immediate, notifications.
e If unexpectedly faced with such a violation, one should walk out of the function (particularly, but not

exclusively, this applies to officeholders of the Jama‘at).

Members are reminded to observe wedding ceremonies in accordance with these instructions. Members are also
encouraged to listen to Hudur’s (may Allah be his support) Friday Sermon of Jan. 15, 2010.
