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Message from Sadr Ansarullah,
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Honoring the rights of Allah, to worship
the One true God and uphold His
Oneness is the very first tenet of Islam
and obligation of all human beings.
Comprehension of this fundamental
objective is crucial for a believer as this
path leads to understanding Divine
attributes through which beneficence
may be sought.

Allah tells us that:

The
Holy Qur’an is very clear on kindness to
parents especially in light of their
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compassion and devotion during one’s
childhood.

After the parents a believer is enjoined
to be kind to kindred, or close
relations, and then to communities in
which we live. One is enjoined to
honor everyone’s rights and to respect
them.

Hadrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmood
Ahmad, Khalifatul Masih II (may Allah
be pleased with him), who established
Majlis Ansarullah said: “It is not
sufficient for you to improve yourself.
You should try to improve your
surroundings, and strive  both
individually and collectively for this
purpose, and pray collectively to Allah
for this. Thus it is for this reason that I
have established Majlis Ansarullah,
Majlis Khuddamul Ahmadiyya, and
Majlis Atfalul Ahmadiyya.” (Al Fazl,
August 6, 1945).

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And everyone has a goal which
dominates him; vie, then, with
one another in good works.
Wherever you be, Allah will
bring you all together. Surely,
Allah has the power to do all
that He wills. (The Holy Qur’an,
Chapter 2, Verse 149).

On May 2, 1908, 24 days before he passed away, the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) said,

“Until God does not open the doors of the heart of a person, no one can do anything. Only God opens the
doors of hearts. When God wishes well for a person, he raises an advisor in his heart. When good days dawn
on a person, and God desires man’s reformation and advancement, God raises an advisor in man'’s
heart. Unless an advisor arises in man’s heart, outside counsel has no effect. But this is God’s work. Our
work is only to convey the matter. “On the Messenger lies only the conveying of the Message...” [5:100].
Change is in the hands of God. We want to have the matter conveyed from our side so that we may not be
questioned that why we did not convey the matter adequately. That is why we have conveyed verbally and
have completed this job in writing as well. It would be rare that one may say that our message has not
reached him or our claim has not reached him.” (Al-Hakam, Vol. 12, No. 39, 18 June 1908)

One hundred and three years after him, it is now our responsibility to convey his message to everyone so that no
one may say that his message has not reached him or his claim has not reached him.
